
 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Community Paramedicine (CP) is an innovative healthcare delivery model that expands the traditional role of EMS 
to address gaps in access, chronic disease management, care coordination, and rural health challenges. As Maine 
continues to navigate workforce shortages, hospital capacity pressures, and increasing healthcare costs, 
Community Paramedicine offers a locally integrated solution. 

This webinar is designed for professionals seeking a clear understanding of what Community Paramedicine is — 
and how it functions within Maine’s healthcare system. 

Participants will gain insight into how CP programs support patients outside of emergency response, strengthen 
partnerships across healthcare and social service sectors, and contribute to system-wide improvements in access 
and efficiency.
